"construction scribble" around the streets of S.F.What I particularly like is how Ingrid is able to take

seemingly simple problems (like getting Internet data from one place to another) and show how

many components and systems go into making that everyday task work. Her guide takes an

incredibly complex system and shows the many, many companies involved (giving context and

explanation to some of the many differing agendas that are some half-baked idea an executive

dreamed up) and makes it digestible enough so you know where to look next for specific answers,

depending on your area of interest in communications networks.
