Grade 5A¢a -4 ce8A¢a -4 *Opening with the initial meeting between the First Lady and the former
slave who became her dressmaker, Jones then presents alternating chapters about the women'’s
lives. Period quotes, and daguerreotypes, photos, paintings, and publications from the era appear
throughout. Similar both in subject and title to Becky Rutberg’s Mary Lincoln’s Dressmaker (Walker,
1995), this book is sparer, but it references Rutberg’s work, both as a source and with very similar
language and quotes. The earlier title presents a broader story in a more engaging manner. This is
a worthwhile subject for women’s history, American history, and for providing insight into the
Lincolns.
