| purchased this book on a whim based entirely upon its portrayal on . | am by no means a book
connoisseur, but | do enjoy a good read. While the subject matter did pique my curiosity, it was the
stellar customer review record that assured me a compelling experience. Unfortunately, that was not
necessarily the case. Despite that the plot seems quite predictable, the book starts off well enough
and | had no trouble getting through the first one-third. It is evident that the author researched China
considerably in order to set the stage for the story. It was at the one-third point that | started noticing
errors in diction, some more conspicuous than others. Multiple instances in which the wrong
character’'s name is used, including and especially during the story’s conclusion, detracted
significantly from my reading experience. Furthermore, it became clear that the author’s grasp of
Korean culture/language - arguably more important than that of China, given the story’s foundation -
is inadequate. Candidly, | struggled to get through the last few chapters of this book, a dilemma in
which | truly hate being. To me, the latter portion of the plot seemed rushed to the point of near
carelessness; certainly not indicative of a product deserving an aggregate 5-star review. | can’'t help

but feel that the reviews have been manipulated somehow.

Victor Fox gave me a whole different perspective on the society in North Korea. This story is based
on true events, and some of it gives me the chills knowing horrific things happen in different parts of

the world. It has an abundance of Korean culture that | found to be very interesting, and enjoyed

It’s ironic that he resorts to the same tactics
as the dictator he portrays so negatively.The reason | believe the reviews were padded is that |
don’t think it's possible to read this book without questioning its truthfulness. It's also impossible not
to notice the errors (e.g., omitting words, mixing up characters names) and the convenient, lazy,
non-credible solutions to problems in the plot. (E.g., a meeting was interrupted just before someone
could reveal the most relevant, earth-shattering piece of information he meant to disclose.)There is
a lot of explicit sex and | was compelled to continue reading, so if you're looking for a quick,
entertaining read with sex in it, by all means this is a good one. It is NOT high quality fiction and | do
believe it's misrepresented as a true story, since there is no documentation to back up any of its wild

assertions about what really happened in this slice of North Korean history.
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
