David Edgar is best known for his adaptation of "Nicholas Nickleby" for the RSC (revived in West
End, Xmas 2007, Following UK tour), for whom he wrote "Destiny", "Dr. Jekyll and Mr. Hyde",
"Pentecost" and "The Prisoner’s Dilemma". His plays at the National include "The Shape of the

Table", "Entertaining Strangers" with Judi Dench, and "Albert Speer".

David Edgar knows his subject. A fourth-generation theater professional and social critic, he’s
rooted in the world of theater and the world as theater. This little book draws upon his considerable
knowledge of ancient and contemporary western plays and his every-day work as a professional
playwright. The result isn’t a typical "how to write a play" text, but a stimulating presentation of the
creative elements available to anyone when "wrighting" a play. Don’t be surprised to find yourself
thinking of past and anticipated projects with a growing desire to play out the possiblities Edgar
